Got Talent Show Rules and Regulations
1. Got Talent is open to individuals and groups of individuals.
2. The video/audition submitted must show the actual selection that will be performed so that the appropriateness of the material can be judged. If a
contestant wants to switch numbers after being chosen, the selection must be approved by audition judges.
Audition time is 2.5 minutes for selection/3 minutes for set up. Performance time for those chosen will be up to 5 minutes.
3. Set up time for each act will be limited to no more than 5 minutes. Longer set up time will be deducted from performance time.
4. Acts will be allotted no more than FIVE (5) MINUTES to perform. Acts will be PENALIZED if time is exceeded.
5. Acts must have performers in the same age category or else the age of the oldest participant will determine the category. (3-16) (16+)
6. NO profanity, NO nudity, NO vulgar lyrics in any performance. This is a family show!
7. NO pyrotechnics, open flames or any other dangerous items will be used.
8. Sound Technician and microphone(s) will be provided. YOU must provide your own CD music, MP3, taped music, instruments, props, keyboard,
etc., if needed. Please provide music instructions as to what number on the album, etc.
9. EVERY participant MUST attend the rehearsal (Thursday before the Saturday show).
NO EXCEPTIONS WILL BE MADE TO THESE RULES!
e Auditions will begin at 3:00 on February 4 at the Brown Grand Theatre. Contestants will be auditioned on a first comeffirst served
basis.
¢ Individuals or groups unable to attend auditions must submit video taped audition on You Tube or as an MP4 file sent to
Gottalentnck@gmail.com. VHS tapes or DVDs may be sent to or dropped off at the theatre (Box 347 Concordia KS or 310 W 6th)
before. All materials must be received no later than Feb. 9. Audition times will be 2.5 minutes with 3 minutes for set up.

e Apanel of judges will judge the contestants on the following criteria. The scores of the judges will be added together to
determine the winners.
